Inspired by Albert Tucker’s active support of
environmental conservation, this exhibition charts
diverse and often moving interpretations of the
Australian landscape. It highlights the work of
artists whose respect for the environment compels
them to explore instinctive relationships to place
and draw attention to the devastating effects of
the climate crisis.

Paintings by Tucker from the 1960s and 70s, when
he was highly alert to environmental issues, are
shown alongside works by his friends Sidney
Nolan, Clifton Pugh and Fred Williams, and images
by contemporary artists such as Fiona Hall and
Mandy Martin, whose conservation interests
underpin much of their artistic practice. Artworks
in a range of media by First Nations artists Karla
Dickens, Julie Gough, Dale Harding, and Katie West

illustrate a deep cultural, historical and spiritual
connection to Country and point to the importance
of traditional knowledge and land management
practices in combatting the urgent challenges that
Australiais facing.

Cry of the Land demonstrates the resilience and
enduring power of nature, from the desert to the
coast, through fire,drought and flood. The artists
encourage their audience to view the landscape
through their eyes, to feel its call and heed its cry
for help. Art can ask us to confront our past, and
suggest possible solutions or futures. Through
contemplation, collaboration, and collective
endeavour we can activate what we have learned
and lead the way to change.
